	SPEAKING IN TONGUES

	One of the most misunderstood gifts in the Bible is “speaking in tongues”.  Some suggest that if a believer does not speak in tongues they do not have the Holy Ghost.  Others consider speaking in tongues a mockery of the Holy Ghost.  Often, when supposedly filled with the Spirit, many persons are seen/heard speaking unidentifiable verbiage that neither they, nor the listener understand: does such utterance really come from God?  What is “speaking in tongues?”  Does this differ from “speaking in an unknown tongue”?  Could such ecstatic utterance be a counterfeit Satan uses to mimic the Holy Ghost and thereby deceive people?  Might this mysterious speaking be a characteristic of spiritual Babylon?  In this lesson we will consult the bible to discover the real truth about this subject.

	PART I                            SPEAKING IN TONGUES

	1.
	Is “speaking in tongues” one of the gifts of the Holy Spirit?

	
	Answer:  Absolutely: and the Bible uses the terms, other tongues, divers tongues”, “new tongues” and interpretation of tongues to refer to the same gift.  “1Co 12:8 For to one is given by the Spirit the word of wisdom; to another the word of knowledge by the same Spirit;  1Co 12:10 To another the working of miracles; to another prophecy; to another discerning of spirits; to another divers kinds of tongues; to another the interpretation of tongues.” (1 Corinthians 12:8 & 10).  “Ac 2:3 And there appeared unto them cloven tongues like as of fire, and it sat upon each of them.  Ac 2:4 And they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance.  (Acts 2:3 & 4).  “Mk 16:17 And these signs shall follow them that believe; In my name shall they cast out devils; they shall speak with new tongues.”  (Mark 16:17).

	2.
	What is the purpose of all spiritual gifts, including speaking in tongues?

	
	Answer:  Eph 4:12 For the perfecting of the saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ:  Eph 4:13 Till we all come in the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the stature of the fullness of Christ.”  (Ephesians 4:12 &13).

	3.
	What does it mean to speak in tongues?

	
	First – Tongues are used to convey speech.  Ps 78:36 “Nevertheless they did flatter him with their mouth, and they lied unto him with their tongues.”  (Psalms 78:36).  “Jer 23:31 “Behold, I am against the prophets, saith the LORD, that use their tongues, and say, He saith.”  (Jeremiah 23:31). 

Second – Tongues refer to different nationalities/cultures.  Ge 10:31 These are the sons of Shem, after their families, after their tongues, in their lands, after their nations.” (Genesis 10:31).  “Isa 66:18 For I know their works and their thoughts: it shall come, that I will gather all nations and tongues; and they shall come, and see my glory.”  (Isaiah 66:18).  “Rev 10:11 And he said unto me, Thou must prophesy again before many peoples, and nations, and tongues, and kings.” (Revelation 10:11).  

Third – Tongues refer to different languages. “Ac 2:6 Now when this was noised abroad, the multitude came together, and were confounded, because that every man heard them speak in his own language.  Ac 2:7 And they were all amazed and marveled, saying one to another, Behold, are not all these which speak Galilaeans?  Ac 2:8 And how hear we every man in our own tongue, wherein we were born?” (Acts 2:6, 7 & 9). 

Answer:  Since the Bible clearly indicate that the word “tongue” refers to speech, nationalities, and language, speaking in tongues logically entails all three.  That would be speaking to nationalities using language, or speaking a foreign language.  That’s exactly what occurred on the Day of Pentecost.  Consider the following scriptures:  “Ac 2:4 And they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak with other tongues (languages), as the Spirit gave them utterance.  Ac 2:5 And there were dwelling at Jerusalem Jews, devout men, out of every nation under heaven. Ac 2:6 Now when this was noised abroad, the multitude came together, and were confounded, because that every man heard them speak in his own language.  Ac 2:7 And they were all amazed and marveled, saying one to another, Behold, are not all these which speak Galilaeans?  Ac 2:8 And how hear we every man in our own tongue (language), wherein we were born?  Ac 2:11 Cretes and Arabians, we do hear them speak in our tongues (language) the wonderful works of God.”  (Acts 2:3-8).

	4.
	What great commission did Jesus give to the disciples before He assended? 

	
	Answer:  Preach the gospel to every nation.  “Mt 28:19 Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost.”  (Matthew 28:18).

	5.
	Were the disciples well educated? 

	
	Answer:  No:    “Ac 4:13 Now when they saw the boldness of Peter and John, and perceived that they were unlearned and ignorant men, they marveled.” (Acts 4:13).

	6.
	Whom did Jesus say would assist the disciples with their commission?

	
	Answer:  The Holy Ghost.  “But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.”  (Acts 1:8).

	7.
	What did Jesus say would happen when the disciples received the Holy Ghost?

	
	Answer:  They would cast out devils and speak with new tongues.  “Mk 16:17 And these signs shall follow them that believe; In my name shall they cast out devils; they shall speak with new tongues.”  (Mark 16:17).

	8.
	When the Spirit descended upon the Apostles did they speak with tongues?

	
	Answer:  Yes.  Ac 2:3 And there appeared unto them cloven tongues like as of fire, and it sat upon each of them.  Ac 2:4 And they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance.  (Acts 2:3 & 4).

	9.
	How many different nations were present on the Day of Penticost?

	
	Answer:  At least 19 countries.  “Ac 2:5 And there were dwelling at Jerusalem Jews, devout men, out of every nation under heaven.  Ac 2:9 Parthians, and Medes, and Elamites, and the dwellers in Mesopotamia, and in Judaea, and Cappadocia, in Pontus, and Asia,  Ac 2:10 Phrygia, and Pamphylia, in Egypt, and in the parts of Libya about Cyrene, and strangers of Rome, Jews and proselytes,  Ac 2:11 Cretes and Arabians, we do hear them speak in our tongues the wonderful works of God.”  (Acts 2:5-11).  

	10.
	What bennefit did the assembly receive by the apostles speaking in tongues?

	
	Answer:  They heard the gospel preached in their native language.  “Ac 2:6 Now when this was noised abroad, the multitude came together, and were confounded, because that every man heard them speak in his own language.  Ac 2:7 And they were all amazed and marveled, saying one to another, Behold, are not all these which speak Galilaeans?  Ac 2:8 And how hear we every man in our own tongue, wherein we were born?  Ac 2:11 Cretes and Arabians, we do hear them speak in our tongues the wonderful works of God.” (Acts 2:6-8).

	11.
	Will all who are filled with the Holy Ghost speak in tongues? 

	
	Answer:  Absolutely No!  “1Co 12:28 And God hath set some in the church, first apostles, secondarily prophets, thirdly teachers, after that miracles, then gifts of healings, helps, governments, diversities of tongues.  1Co 12:29 Are all apostles?  Are all prophets?  Are all teachers?  Are all workers of miracles?  1Co 12:30 Have all the gifts of healing?  Do all speak with tongues?  Do all interpret?”  (1 Corints. 12:28 – 30).

	12.
	Is speaking in tongues considered by God to be more spiritual or holy than speaking in our native or natural language? 

	
	Answer:  No!  God created all languages, speaks all languages, and understand every nationality under the sun.  While some believe that speaking or praying in tongues places them on a higher spiritual level, or is an indication that they are holier or filled with the holy Ghost, there is no scripture to support their belief.  The language God prefers the most when speaking to Him is humility, sincerity and clarity.  

Ac 17:24 God that made the world and all things therein;  Ac 17:26 And hath made of one blood all nations of men for to dwell on all the face of the earth (Acts 17:24, 26).  Ge 11:7 Go to, let us go down, and there confound their language, that they may not understand one another's speech (Genesis 11:7).  2Ch 7:14 If my people, which are called by my name, shall humble themselves, and pray, and seek my face, and turn from their wicked ways; then will I hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin, and will heal their land (2 Chronicles 7:14).

	13.
	Did Jesus or John the Baptist speak or pray in tongues? 

	
	Answer:  No!  Although both were obviously filled with the Holy Ghost, there is no indication in the bible that Jesus or John spoke in tongues.  In Matthew 3:16 the Spirit descended upon Jesus like a dove, and in Luke 4:18, He said, “Lk 4:18 The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he hath anointed me to preach the gospel;” yet, He never spoke in tongues.  In Luke 7:28, Jesus said “Lk 7:28 there is not a greater prophet than John the Baptist”, yet John never spoke in tongues.
In Matthew 6:5-14 when the disciples asked Jesus to teach them how to pray, Jesus taught them the Lord’s prayer, but never once suggested that they pray in tongues.  In John 17:1-26 Jesus prayed a lengthy prayer to His Father, but never once prayed in tongues.  Luke 24:44 says “Lk 22:44 being in an agony he prayed more earnestly: and his sweat was as it were great drops of blood falling down to the ground”; yet He never prayed in tongues.

	
	COMMENT:  Taking the gospel to the whole world required that the apostles preach to many foreign nations that spoke languages the apostles did not know.  To overcome this hurdle, the Holy Ghost gave them (uneducated men) instant ability to speak those foreign languages.  The miracle startled the audience.  In Acts 2:13-16, some Jewish listeners who did not understand the foreign languages falsely accused the apostles of being drunk.  But, the foreigners verified that they understood what the apostles said, and Peter was able to easily refute their accusations.  Had the apostles spoken gibberish that no one understood, the false claims would not have been so easily dismissed.  

	PARTS II                SPEAKING IN UNKNOWN TONGUES

	14.
	What is speaking in unknown tongues: is this a spiritual gift?

	
	Answer:  “Unknown tongues” is only mentioned in 1 Corinthians 14.  The Bible does not give a definition for unknown tongues, and it never referred to it as a spiritual gift from God.  Consider the following texts:  “1Co 14:2 For he that speaketh in an unknown tongue speaketh not unto men, but unto God: for no man understandeth him; howbeit in the spirit he speaketh mysteries.  1Co 14:4 He that speaketh in an unknown tongue edifieth himself; but he that prophesieth edifieth the church.  1Co 14:13 Wherefore let him that speaketh in an unknown tongue pray that he may interpret.  1Co 14:14 For if I pray in an unknown tongue, my spirit prayeth, but my understanding is unfruitful.  1Co 14:19 Yet in the church I had rather speak five words with my understanding, that by my voice I might teach others also, than ten thousand words in an unknown tongue.  1Co 14:27 If any man speak in an unknown tongue, let it be by two, or at the most by three, and that by course; and let one interpret.” (1 Corinthians 14:2, 4, 13, 14, 19 & 27).

Comment:  Corinth was a culture laced with witchcraft, idolatry and spiritism (1 Cornt. 12:2).  They were a very superstitious people and Paul struggled to get them to abstain from idols, pagan mythology and witchcraft.  Since the bible does not recognize unknown tongues as a gift of the Holy Spirit, it would be wise to be suspect as to where this phenomenon comes from.  Paul said that tongues was a sign for unbelievers.  (Wherefore tongues are for a sign, not to them that believe, but to them that believe not.  1 Cort. 14:22).

	15.
	Are there spirits other than the Holy Spirit that could counterfeit the gift of tongues?

	
	Answer:  Yes.  “1Jn 4:1 Beloved, believe not every spirit, but try the spirits whether they are of God: because many false prophets are gone out into the world.” (1 John 4:1).   “Rev 16:13 And I saw three unclean spirits like frogs come out of the mouth of the dragon, and out of the mouth of the beast, and out of the mouth of the false prophet.  Rev 16:14 For they are the spirits of devils, working miracles.”  (Rev. 16:13 & 14).  

	16.
	Does Satan mix truth with error and use miracles to mimic God?

	
	Answer:  Yes:  Mt 24:24 For there shall arise false Christs, and false prophets, and shall show great signs and wonders; insomuch that, if it were possible, they shall deceive the very elect.” (Matthew 24:4,5, & 11).  “2Th 2:3 Let no man deceive you by any means: for that day shall not come, except there come a falling away first, and that man of sin be revealed, the son of perdition;  2Th 2:4 Who opposeth and exalteth himself above all that is called God, or that is worshipped; so that he as God sitteth in the temple of God, showing himself that he is God.” (2 Thessalonians 2:3 & 4).  “Ge 3:4 And the serpent said unto the woman, Ye shall not surely die:  Ge 3:5 For God doth know that in the day ye eat thereof, then your eyes shall be opened, and ye shall be as gods, knowing good and evil.” (Genesis 3:4 & 5).  Rev 16:14 For they are the spirits of devils, working miracles.”  (Revelation 16:14).  “2Th 2:9 Even him, whose coming is after the working of Satan with all power and signs and lying wonders,  2Th 2:10 And with all deceivableness of unrighteousness.  (2 Thessalonians 2:9-10

	17.
	What counsel did the Apostle Paul give regarding speaking in an unknown tongue?

	
	Answer:  At the church in Corinth some saints were apparently praying and singing in an unknown tongue.  Paul pointed out several concerns with this in 1 Corinthians 14.  He implied that it was self exaltation and encouraged believers to abstain from speaking in unknown tongues. 
“1Co 14:2 For he that speaketh in an unknown tongue speaketh not unto men, but unto God: for no man understandeth him; howbeit in the spirit he speaketh mysteries.  1Co 14:4 He that speaketh in an unknown tongue edifieth himself.  1Co 14:5 I would that ye all spake with tongues, but rather that ye prophesied: for greater is he that prophesieth than he that speaketh with tongues, except he interpret, that the church may receive edifying.  1Co 14:6 Now, brethren, if I come unto you speaking with tongues, what shall I profit you, except I shall speak to you either by revelation, or by knowledge, or by prophesying, or by doctrine?  1Co 14:9 So likewise ye, except ye utter by the tongue words easy to be understood, how shall it be known what is spoken? for ye shall speak into the air.  1Co 14:12 Even so ye, forasmuch as ye are zealous of spiritual gifts, seek that ye may excel to the edifying of the church.  1Co 14:13 Wherefore let him that speaketh in an unknown tongue pray that he may interpret.  1Co 14:14 For if I pray in an unknown tongue, my spirit prayeth, but my understanding is unfruitful.”  1Co 14:16 Else when thou shalt bless with the spirit, how shall he that occupieth the room of the unlearned say Amen at thy giving of thanks, seeing he understandeth not what thou sayest?  1Co 14:17 For thou verily givest thanks well, but the other is not edified.  1Co 14:18 I thank my God, I speak with tongues more than ye all:  1Co 14:19 Yet in the church I had rather speak five words with my understanding, that by my voice I might teach others also, than ten thousand words in an unknown tongue.  1Co 14:27 If any man speak in an unknown tongue, let it be by two, or at the most by three, and that by course; and let one interpret.  1Co 14:28 But if there be no interpreter, let him keep silence in the church; and let him speak to himself, and to God.  (1 Cort. 14:1 – 19, 27 & 28).

	18.
	What did Jesus say about self-exaltation?

	
	Answer:  “Mt 23:12 And whosoever shall exalt himself shall be abased; and he that shall humble himself shall be exalted.”  (Matthew 23:12) 

	19.
	More than anything what does Satan desire most?  

	
	Answer: To unseat God and to be worshipped.  “Mt 4:9 And saith unto him, All these things will I give thee, if thou wilt fall down and worship me.” (Matthew 4:9).  2Th 2:4 Who opposeth and exalteth himself above all that is called God, or that is worshipped; so that he as God sitteth in the temple of God, showing himself that he is God.” (2 Thessalonians 2:4).  Isa 14:13 For thou hast said in thine heart, I will ascend into heaven, I will exalt my throne above the stars of God: I will sit also upon the mount of the congregation, in the sides of the north:  Isa 14:14 I will ascend above the heights of the clouds: I will be like the most High.” (Isaiah 14:13 & 14).

	20.
	How does Satan proceed to accomplish his desire for worship?  

	
	Answer: He works through people using lies and deception.  “2Th 2:9 Even him, whose coming is after the working of Satan with all power and signs and lying wonders,  2Th 2:10 And with all deceivableness of unrighteousness in them that perish; because they received not the love of the truth, that they might be saved.” (2 Thessalonians 2:9).

	21.
	Was Jesus concerned that believers not be deceived especially in the last days?  

	
	Answer: Yes.  “Mt 24:4 And Jesus answered and said unto them, Take heed that no man deceive you.  Mt 24:5 For many shall come in my name, saying, I am Christ; and shall deceive many.  Mt 24:11 And many false prophets shall rise, and shall deceive many. Mt 24:24 For there shall arise false Christs, and false prophets, and shall show great signs and wonders; insomuch that, if it were possible, they shall deceive the very elect.” (Matthew 24:4,5, & 11).

	22.
	Through whom specifically does Satan work to deceive people?

	
	Answer: Anyone he can, but especially ministers and leaders.  “2Co 11:13 For such are false apostles, deceitful workers, transforming themselves into the apostles of Christ.  2Co 11:14 And no marvel; for Satan himself is transformed into an angel of light.  2Co 11:15 Therefore it is no great thing if his ministers also be transformed as the ministers of righteousness.” (2 Corinthians 11:13-15).  “Mt 16:23 But he turned, and said unto Peter, Get thee behind me, Satan: thou art an offence unto me: for thou savourest not the things that be of God, but those that be of men.” (Matthew 16:23).  

	23.
	What methods does he employ to deceive?  

	
	Answer:  He uses miracles and spiritualism.  By thy sorceries were all nations deceived.” (Revelation 18:23).  “Ac 16:16 And it came to pass, as we went to prayer, a certain damsel possessed with a spirit of divination met us, which brought her masters much gain by soothsaying:  Ac 16:17 The same followed Paul and us, and cried, saying, These men are the servants of the most high God, which show unto us the way of salvation.” (Acts 16:16 & 17).  “Mk 1:23 And there was in their synagogue a man with an unclean spirit; and he cried out,  Mk 1:24 Saying, Let us alone; what have we to do with thee, thou Jesus of Nazareth? art thou come to destroy us? I know thee who thou art, the Holy One of God.” (Mark 1:23-25).  “Rev 13:14 And deceiveth them that dwell on the earth by the means of those miracles which he had power to do in the sight of the beast.” (Revelation 13:13 &14)   “2Th 2:9 Even him, whose coming is after the working of Satan with all power and signs and lying wonders,  2Th 2:10 And with all deceivableness of unrighteousness in them that perish; because they received not the love of the truth, that they might be saved.” (2 Thessalonians 2:9 & 10).  “Mt 23:27 Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye are like unto whited sepulchres, which indeed appear beautiful outward, but are within full of dead men's bones, and of all uncleanness.  Mt 23:28 Even so ye also outwardly appear righteous unto men, but within ye are full of hypocrisy and iniquity.”  (Matthew 23:37).

	24.
	Does the Bible indicate that Satan has deceived the whole world?

	
	Answer:  Absolutely!  “Rev 12:9 And the great dragon was cast out, that old serpent, called the Devil, and Satan, which deceiveth the whole world: he was cast out into the earth, and his angels were cast out with him.” (Revelation 12:9).  “Rev 13:14 And deceiveth them that dwell on the earth by the means of those miracles which he had power to do.” (Revelation 13:14)   “2Th 2:9 Even him, whose coming is after the working of Satan with all power and signs and lying wonders,  2Th 2:10 And with all deceivableness of unrighteousness in them that perish; because they received not the love of the truth, that they might be saved.” (2 Thessalonians 2:9 & 10).

	25.
	At Pentecost, what image symbolized the spiritual gift of speaking in tongues?

	
	Answer:  Fire and tongues.   “Ac 2:3 And there appeared unto them cloven tongues like as of fire, and it sat upon each of them.  Ac 2:4 And they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance.” (Acts 2:3 & 4).

	26.
	In the last days, what will Satan particularly use to deceive the church?

	
	Answer:  Satan will use spiritualism and counterfeit speaking in tongues to deceive people.  Frogs catch their pray with their tongue.  This symbolizes that Satan and his demons will deceive men by lying spirits having great power.   Rev 13:13 And he doeth great wonders, so that he maketh fire come down from heaven on the earth in the sight of men,  Rev 13:14 And deceiveth them that dwell on the earth by the means of those miracles which he had power to do in the sight of the beast” (Revelation 13:13 &14).  “Rev 16:13 And I saw three unclean spirits like frogs come out of the mouth of the dragon, and out of the mouth of the beast, and out of the mouth of the false prophet.  Rev 16:14 For they are the spirits of devils, working miracles.”  (Revelation 16:13 & 14).  

	27.
	What does Satan use the power of tongues to do?

	
	Answer:  He deceives people to worship him.  “Rev 13:4 And they worshipped the dragon which gave power unto the beast: and they worshipped the beast, saying, Who is like unto the beast?  Rev 13:5 And there was given unto him a mouth speaking great things and blasphemies.  Rev 13:6 And he opened his mouth in blasphemy against God, to blaspheme his name, and his tabernacle, and them that dwell in heaven.  Rev 13:7 And it was given unto him to make war with the saints, and to overcome them: and power was given him over all kindreds, and tongues, and nations.” (Rev. 13:4-7).  “Da 7:25 And he shall speak great words against the most High, and shall wear out the saints of the most High, and think to change times and laws: and they shall be given into his hand until a time and times and the dividing of time.” (Daniel 7:25). 

	SUMMARY - Because he knows that he has a short time, in the last days Satan and his demons will go all out to achieve what he has always wanted the most: to unseat God and to be worshipped.  He will use lying, counterfeit spirits, and miracles to deceive people into doing exactly that.  Jesus repeatedly warned of his deceptions (Matthew 24:4, 5, & 11), and we are cautioned (1 John 4:1) to determine where a spirit is coming from before we accepted it.  The gospel of Revelation reflects that spiritism and speaking in false tongues will be an intricate part of spiritual Babylon (a false religion system God ask his people to leave) Rev. 18:4).

	26.
	Do you understand the real meaning of speaking in tongues, and is it your desire to follow God's advice to edify the church by using simple clear language.
