	I want to know Jesus, how can I truly find Him?

	
	Answer:  “Then shall ye call upon me, and ye shall go and pray unto me, and I will hearken unto you….And ye shall seek me, and find me, when ye shall search for me with all your heart…..And I will be found of you, saith the LORD.” Jeremiah 29:12-14.  “Behold, I stand at the door, and knock: if any man hear my voice, and open the door, I will come in to him, and will sup with him, and he with me.” Revelation 3:20.  “That they should seek the Lord, if haply they might feel after him, and find him, though he be not far from every one of us.”  Acts 17:27

	2.
	But, I am a sinner so how does God really feel about me?

	
	Answer:  "All have sinned." Romans 3:23.  "But God commendeth His love toward us, in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us." Romans 5:8.  "Thou wast precious in my sight, thou hast been honourable, and I have loved thee." Isaiah 43:4. "Yea, I have loved thee with an everlasting love." Jeremiah 31:3.  "For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life." John 3:16. "In this was manifested the love of God toward us, because that God sent his only begotten Son into the world, that we might live through him. Herein is love, not that we loved God, but that he loved us, and sent his Son to be the propitiation for our sins." 1 John 4:9, 10.

	Will He forgive all of my sins?

	
	Answer:  “This is a faithful saying, and worthy of all acceptation, that Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners.” 1 Timothy 1:15.  “If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.” 1 John 1:9, 10.  “If any man sin, we have an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous.” 1 John 2:1.  Christ was once offered to bear the sins of many.” Hebrews 9:28.  “And thou shalt call his name JESUS: for he shall save his people from their sins.”  Matthew 1:21.  “Come now, and let us reason together, saith the LORD: though your sins be as scarlet, they shall be as white as snow; though they be red like crimson, they shall be as wool.” Isaiah 1:18.

	After confessing my sins what else must I do to be saved?

	
	Answer:  “Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and thou shalt be saved.” Acts 16:31.  “The wages of sin is death; but the gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.” Romans 6:23.  "Without me ye can do nothing." John 15:5.  "God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life." John 3:16.  "He that believeth on me hath everlasting life." John 6:47.  "Being justified freely by his grace through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus." Romans 3:24. "A man is justified by faith without the deeds of the law." Romans 3:28.  “Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Ghost.” Acts 2:38.  “He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved.” Mark 16:16.

	Why did Jesus pay so great a price, and what did His death achieve for me?

	
	Answer:  “He was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace was upon him; and with his stripes we are healed.”  Isaiah 53:5.  “We were reconciled to God by the death of his Son, much more, being reconciled, we shall be saved by his life.” Romans 5:10.  “Christ was once offered to bear the sins of many.” Hebrews 9:28.  “Neither is there salvation in any other: for there is none other name under heaven given among men, whereby we must be saved.” Acts 4:12.   "Behold, what manner of love the Father hath bestowed upon us, that we should be called the sons of God." 1 John 3:1. "But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on his name." John 1:12.

	Answer:  "Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new." 2 Corinthians 5:17. "I am come that they might have life, and that they might have it more abundantly." John 10:10.
