	THE INSPIRED BOOK

	All over the world millions writes books and articles expressing their views regarding how to best address the problems challenging humanity:  But no writings come close to the intriguing wisdom and insight contained in the Bible.  It took about 1,500 years to write this great book.  It was written on three continents, in three languages, by about 40 different people who in most cases never met.  Writers consisted of kings, shepherds, scientists, attorneys, an army general, fishermen, priests, and a physician.  Although their education and backgrounds varied tremendously, the Bible has miraculous unity and read as if written by one super intelligent mind.  That’s because it was.  "Holy men of God spake as they were moved by the Holy Ghost." 2 Peter 1:21.  The Bible was the first book ever printed; this occurred in A.D. 1450.  The King James, or Authorized Version, was printed in A.D. 1611.  It contains 66 books: 39 in the Old Testament, which begins with Genesis and ends with Malachi, and 27 in the New Testament, beginning with Matthew and ending with Revelation.  There are 929 chapters in the Old Testament and 260 chapters in the New Testament.  The number of verses in the Old Testament is 23,214 and 7,959 in the New Testament.  As for words, there are 592,493 in the Old Testament and 181,253 in the New Testament.  In this lesson we will look at some astonishing truth about this divinely inspired book, and discover why it should be studed.

	Answer:  "All scripture is given by inspiration of God." 2 Timothy 3:16. "Prophecy came not in old time by the will of man: but holy men of God spake as they were moved by the Holy Ghost." 2 Peter 1:21.

	Did Christ trust and refer to Scripture?

	
	Answer:  Yes! “And he came to Nazareth, where he had been brought up: and, as his custom was, he went into the synagogue on the sabbath day, and stood up for to read.  And there was delivered unto him the book of the prophet Esaias.” Luke 4:16 &17.  “But he answered and said, It is written, Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word that proceedeth out of the mouth of God.” Matthew 4:4.  "Thy word is truth." John 17:17.   "The scripture cannot be broken." John 10:35.

	Who is the author and gave the prophecies in the Bible?

	
	Answer:  God!  "I am the Lord . . . new things do I declare: before they spring forth I tell you of them." Isaiah 42:8, 9. "I am God . . . Declaring the end from the beginning, and from ancient times the things that are not yet done." Isaiah 46:9, 10.   “2Pe 1:21 For the prophecy came not in old time by the will of man: but holy men of God spake as they were moved by the Holy Ghost.” (2 Peter 1:21).

	How trustworthy is God’s word (the Bible)?

	
	Answer:  God is not a man, that he should lie; neither the son of man, that he should repent: hath he said, and shall he not do it? or hath he spoken, and shall he not make it good?” Numbers 23:19.  “Heaven and earth shall pass away, but my words shall not pass away.” Matthew 24:35.  “For ever, O LORD, thy word is settled in heaven.” Psalms 119:89.  "Thy word is true from the beginning." Psalms 119:160.  In hope of eternal life, which God, that cannot lie, promised before the world began.” Titus 1:2.  The law of the LORD is perfect, converting the soul: the testimony of the LORD is sure, making wise the simple.”

	Answer:  Yes!  “For many shall come in my name, saying, I am Christ; and shall deceive many.  And ye shall hear of wars and rumours of wars: see that ye be not troubled: for all these things must come to pass, but the end is not yet.  For nation shall rise against nation, and kingdom against kingdom: and there shall be famines, and pestilences, and earthquakes, in divers places.”  Matthew 24:5-7.  “This know also, that in the last days perilous times shall come.  For men shall be lovers of their own selves, covetous, boasters, proud, blasphemers, disobedient to parents, unthankful, unholy, Without natural affection, trucebreakers, false accusers, incontinent, fierce, despisers of those that are good,  Traitors, heady, highminded, lovers of pleasures more than lovers of God.” 2 Timothy 3”1-4

	Answer:  “This book of the law shall not depart out of thy mouth; but thou shalt meditate therein day and night, that thou mayest observe to do according to all that is written therein: for then thou shalt make thy way prosperous, and then thou shalt have good success.” Joshua 1:8.  “And these words, which I command thee this day, shall be in thine heart:  And thou shalt teach them diligently unto thy children, and shalt talk of them when thou sittest in thine house, and when thou walkest by the way, and when thou liest down, and when thou risest up.” Deuteronomy 6:6 & 7.  “Study to show thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.”  2 Timothy 2:15.  “Ac

	Answer:  Ro 10:2 For I bear them record that they have a zeal of God, but not according to knowledge.  Ro 10:3 For they being ignorant of God's righteousness, and going about to establish their own righteousness, have not submitted themselves unto the righteousness of God.” (Romans 10:2 & 3).  “Pro 14:14  “There is a way which seemeth right unto a man, but the end thereof are the ways of death” (Proverbs 14:14 & 16:25).

	What does studying the Bible do for us?

	
	Answer:   The law of the LORD is perfect, converting the soul: the testimony of the LORD is sure, making wise the simple.” Psalms 19:7.   “Search the scriptures; for in them ye think ye have eternal life: and they are they which testify of me.” John 5:39.  “And that from a child thou hast known the holy scriptures, which are able to make thee wise unto salvation through faith which is in Christ Jesus.  All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness:  That the man of God may be perfect, thoroughly furnished unto all good works.” 2 Timothy 3:15-17.  “for then thou shalt make thy way prosperous, and then thou shalt have good success.” (Joshua 1:8).

	How should we study the Bible?

	
	Answer:  “This book of the law shall not depart out of thy mouth; but thou shalt meditate therein day and night.” (Joshua 1:8).  “Then shall ye call upon me, and ye shall go and pray unto me, and I will hearken unto you.  And ye shall seek me, and find me, when ye shall search for me with all your heart.” Jeremiah 29:12 &13.  “When he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth: for he shall not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak: and he will show you things to come.”  John 16:13.  “Whom shall he teach knowledge? and whom shall he make to understand doctrine? them that are weaned from the milk, and drawn from the breasts.  For precept must be upon precept, precept upon precept; line upon line, line upon line; here a little, and there a little.’ Isaiah 28:9, &10.  “17:11 These were more noble than those in Thessalonica, in that they received the word with all readiness of mind, and searched the scriptures daily, whether those things were so.” (Acts 17:11).

	What is the danger of not studying the Bible?

	
	Answer:  “My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge: because thou hast rejected knowledge, I will also reject thee.”  Hosea 4:6.  “Howbeit in vain do they worship me, teaching for doctrines the commandments of men.  Mk 7:8 For laying aside the commandment of God, ye hold the tradition of men.  Mk 7:9 And he said unto them, Full well ye reject the commandment of God, that ye may keep your own tradition.  Mk 7:13 Making the word of God of none effect through your tradition.” (Mark 7:7, 8, 9, & 13).

	What warning did Jesus give regarding false teachers?

	
	Answer:  “And he said, Take heed that ye be not deceived: for many shall come in my name, saying, I am Christ.” (Luke 21:8).  Mt 24:24 For there shall arise false Christs, and false prophets, and shall show great signs and wonders; insomuch that, if it were possible, they shall deceive the very elect.” (Matthew 24:24).  
“2Pe 2:1 But there were false prophets also among the people, even as there shall be false teachers among you, who privily shall bring in damnable heresies, even denying the Lord that bought them, and bring upon themselves swift destruction.  2Pe 2:2 And many shall follow their pernicious ways; by reason of whom the way of truth shall be evil spoken of.” (2 Peter 2:1 & 2).

	Answer:  “For I know the thoughts that I think toward you, saith the LORD, thoughts of peace, and not of evil, to give you an expected end.” Jeremiah 29:11.   “The LORD hath appeared of old unto me, saying, Yea, I have loved thee with an everlasting love: therefore with lovingkindness have I drawn thee.” Jeremiah 31:3.  “Behold, what manner of love the Father hath bestowed upon us, that we should be called the sons of God.” I John 3:1.  Ro 10:1 Brethren, my heart's desire and prayer to God for Israel is, that they might be saved.” (Romans 10:1).
