	THE HOLY SPIRIT

	Think about the Holy Trinity and immediately the Father, Son and Holy Spirit comes to mind.  Most Christians know quite a bit about the Father and Son; but some are puzzled about the Holy Spirit.  They referred to the Holy Spirit as “it”, but such a reference to the honorable, eternal, and divine God of glory is most inappropriate.  The Holy Spirit is one of the three persons of God and deserves godly reverence.  He is God the Spirit and they that worship Him must worship Him in spirit and in truth (John 4:24)!  Did you know that the Holy Spirit assisted the Father and Son with creation?  Did you know that He is intricately involved with the plan of salvation?  The wonders, powers, services, and role of the Holy Spirit are beyond our comprehension.  However, the Bible offers much insight about the God of all Comfort, and this lesson will lead us there to discover more astonishing truth about Him.

	Who is the Holy Spirit?

	
	Answer:   The following texts shows that the Holy Ghost is God and comes from heaven.  Jesus referred to the Holy Ghost as “He”.  God the eternal Spirit was active with the Father and the Son in Creation, incarnation, and redemption.  He inspired the writers of Scripture.  He filled Christ’s life with power.  He draws and convicts human beings; and those who respond He renews and transforms into the image of God.  Sent by the Father and the Son to be always with us, He extends spiritual gifts to the church, empowers it to bear witness to Christ, and in harmony with the Scriptures, leads it into all truth.  (Gen. 1:1, 2; Luke 1:35; 4:18; Acts 10:38; 2 Peter 1:21; 2 Cor. 3:18; Eph. 4:11, 12; Acts 1:8; John 14:16-18, 26; 15:26, 27; 16:7-13.).
Jn 4:24 God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in truth.” (John 4:24).  “1Jn 5:7 For there are three that bear record in heaven, the Father, the Word, and the Holy Ghost: and these three are one.” (1 John 5:7).  “Mt 3:16 And Jesus, when he was baptized…. , the heavens were opened unto him, and he saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove. (Matthew 3:16).

	What other names does the Bible give for the Holy Spirit?

	
	Answer:  Spirit of God, Spirit of Christ, Holy Ghost, Spirit, Comforter, Spirit of Truth, and Seven Spirits all refer to the same person of the holy trinity. 

“Mt 3:16 And Jesus, when he was baptized, went up straightway out of the water: and, lo, the heavens were opened unto him, and he saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove, and lighting upon him.” (Matthew 3:16).  “Jn 14:16 And I will pray the Father, and he shall give you another Comforter, that he may abide with you for ever;  Jn 14:17 Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not, neither knoweth him: but ye know him; for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you.   “Jn 14:26 But the Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in my name, he shall teach you all things, and bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever I have said unto you.” (John 14:16, 17 & 26).  Rev 1:4 John to the seven churches which are in Asia: Grace be unto you, and peace, from him which is, and which was, and which is to come; and from the seven Spirits which are before his throne.” (Revelation 1:4).  “1Pe 1:11 Searching what, or what manner of time the Spirit of Christ which was in them did signify, when it testified beforehand the sufferings of Christ, and the glory that should follow.” (1 Peter 1:11).

	Where does the Holy Spirit dwell upon earth?

	
	Answer:  The Holy Spirit dwells In those who have accepted Christ.

“1Co 3:16 Know ye not that ye are the temple of God, and that the Spirit of God dwelleth in you?  1Co 3:17 If any man defile the temple of God, him shall God destroy; for the temple of God is holy, which temple ye are.” (1 Corinthians 3:16 & 17).  “1Co 6:19 Know ye not that your body is the temple of the Holy Ghost which is in you, which ye have of God, and ye are not your own?”  (1 Corinthians 6:19).  “Jn 14:16 And I will pray the Father, and he shall give you another Comforter, that he may abide with you for ever;  Jn 14:17 Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it seeth him not, neither knoweth him: but ye know him; for he dwelleth with you, and shall be in you.” (John 14:16 & 17).

	4.
	Does the Holy Spirit have the ability to become physical?

	
	Answer:  Yes - “Lk 3:22 And the Holy Ghost descended in a bodily shape like a dove upon him, and a voice came from heaven, which said, Thou art my beloved Son; in thee I am well pleased.” (Luke 3:22).  “Lk 12:12 “Ac 2:3 And there appeared unto them cloven tongues like as of fire, and it sat upon each of them.  Ac 2:4 And they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance.” (Acts 2:3)

	5.
	What is the fruit of the Spirit?

	
	Answer:  The fruit of the Spirit is actually “love”.  Joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faith,  

Gal 5:23 meekness and temperance are all attributes or derivates of love.
Gal 5:22 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness, goodness, faith, Gal 5:23 Meekness, temperance: against such there is no law.” (Galatians 5:22).  Eph 5:9 For the fruit of the Spirit is in all goodness and righteousness and truth.” (Ephesians 5:9).

	6.
	The Holy Spirit gives us spiritual gifts: what is the purpose of all spiritual gifts?

	
	Answer:  Spiritual gifts should be used for spiritual purposes.  God gives spiritual gifts to enlighten and elevate the church, perfect saints and advance the work and ministry of Christ.

 Eph 4:12 For the perfecting of the saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ:  Eph 4:13 Till we all come in the unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect man, unto the measure of the stature of the fulness of Christ.”  (Ephesians 4:12 &13).

	7.
	Did Jesus emphasize the importance of receiving the Holy spirit?

	
	Answer:  Yes - “Jn 16:7 Nevertheless I tell you the truth; It is expedient for you that I go away: for if I go not away, the Comforter will not come unto you; but if I depart, I will send him unto you.” (John 16:7).

	8.
	For what assignment did the disciples really need the Holy Spirit? 

	
	Answer:  To spread the gospel of Jesus all over the world.

“Mt 28:19 Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost.”  (Matthew 28:18).  “Ac 1:8 Ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.” (Acts 1:8).  “Mt 10:7 And as ye go, preach, saying, The kingdom of heaven is at hand.  Mt 10:8 Heal the sick, cleanse the lepers, raise the dead, cast out devils: freely ye have received, freely give.” (Matthew 10:7).

	9.
	What did Jesus say would happen when the disciples received the Holy Spirit?

	
	Answer:  They would have power to perform the works and miracles Jesus did.

“Jn 14:12 Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me, the works that I do shall he do also; and greater works than these shall he do; because I go unto my Father.” (John 14:12).  “Mk 16:17 And these signs shall follow them that believe; In my name shall they cast out devils; they shall speak with new tongues.”  (Mark 16:17).”

	What are some conditions to receiving the Holy Spirit.

	
	A.
	Love God and Keep His Commandments - Jn 14:15 If ye love me, keep my commandments.  Jn 14:16 And I will pray the Father, and he shall give you another Comforter, that he may abide with you for ever.” (John 14:15 &16).  ‘Ex 20:6 And showing mercy unto thousands of them that love me, and keep my commandments.” (Exodus 20:6).

	
	B.
	Hunger for Righteousness - “Mt 5:3 Blessed are the poor in spirit: for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.  Mt 5:4 Blessed are they that mourn: for they shall be comforted.  Mt 5:6 Blessed are they which do hunger and thirst after righteousness: for they shall be filled.  Mt 5:7 Blessed are the merciful: for they shall obtain mercy.  Mt 5:8 Blessed are the pure in heart: for they shall see God.  Mt 5:9 Blessed are the peacemakers: for they shall be called the children of God.

	
	C.
	Pray for the Spirit -  “Lk 11:13 If ye then, being evil, know how to give good gifts unto your children: how much more shall your heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to them that ask him?” (Luke 11:13). “Ac 8:15 Who, when they were come down, prayed for them, that they might receive the Holy Ghost:  Ac 8:17 Then laid they their hands on them, and they received the Holy Ghost.”   (Acts 8:15 & 17).  

	
	D.
	Study the Bible -  “Jn 15:7 If ye abide in me, and my words abide in you, ye shall ask what ye will, and it shall be done.” (John 15:7).

	
	
	Be humble and teachable - “Mt 18:3 And said, Verily I say unto you, Except ye be converted, and become as little children, ye shall not enter into the kingdom of heaven.  Mt 18:4 Whosoever therefore shall humble himself as this little child, the same is greatest in the kingdom of heaven.” (Matthew 18:3 & 4).  

	
	E.
	Do not quench or blaspheme the Spirit - 1Th 5:19 Quench not the Spirit.” (1 Thessalonians 5:19).  “Mt 12:31 Wherefore I say unto you, All manner of sin and blasphemy shall be forgiven unto men: but the blasphemy against the Holy Ghost shall not be forgiven unto men.  Mt 12:32 And whosoever speaketh a word against the Son of man, it shall be forgiven him: but whosoever speaketh against the Holy Ghost, it shall not be forgiven him, neither in this world, neither in the world to come.” (Matthew 12:31 &32).  “Eph 4:30 Grieve not the holy Spirit of God, whereby ye are sealed.” (Ephesians 4:30)  

	
	F.
	Repent and be baptized - Ac 2:38 Then Peter said unto them, Repent, and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive the gift of the Holy Ghost.”  (Acts 2:38).

	
	G.
	Be willing to serve and obey God - “Ac 5:32 And we are his witnesses of these things; and so is also the Holy Ghost, whom God hath given to them that obey him.”  (Acts 5:32).

	
	H.
	Live holy and glorify God in your body - 1Co 3:16 Ye are the temple of God, and the Spirit dwelleth in you?  1Co 3:17 If any man defile the temple, him shall God destroy; for the temple of God is holy.” (1 Corinthians 3:16 &17).  

	
	I.
	Abstain from sin and lusts - Gal 5:17 For the flesh lusteth against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh: and these are contrary the one to the other.” (Galatians 5:17).  Eph 4:31 Let all bitterness, and wrath, and anger, and clamour, and evil speaking, be put away:  Eph 4:32 Be kind, tenderhearted, forgiving one another. Eph 5:1 Be followers of God;  Eph 5:2 Walk in love,.  Eph 5:3 Fornication, all uncleanness, or covetousness, let it not be among you.  Ephesians 4:31 & 5:1-3, summarized)

	
	J.
	Be forgiving – “Mt 6:15 But if ye forgive not men their trespasses, neither will your Father forgive your trespasses.” (Matthew 6:15).  Mt 5:8 Blessed are the pure in heart: for they shall see God.  Mt 5:9 Blessed are the peacemakers: for they shall be called the children of God.” (Matthew 5:8 &9).

	
	K.
	Have the mind of Christ – “Phil 2:5 Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus:  Phil 2:6 Who, being in the form of God, thought it not robbery to be equal with God:  Phil 2:7 But made himself of no reputation, and took upon him the form of a servant, and was made in the likeness of men.” (Philippians 2:5-7.

	
	L.
	Worship God - Jn 4:24 God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in truth.” (John 4:23).

	11.
	What services does the Holy Spirit provide?

	
	A.
	Assisted with creation.  “Ge 1:1 In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth.  And the spirit of God moved upon the face of the waters.  Ge 1:26 And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness. ” (Genesis 1:1 & 26).

	
	B.
	Gives prophecy and authored the Bible - 2Pe 1:21 For the prophecy came not in old time by the will of man: but holy men of God spake as they were moved by the Holy Ghost.” (2 Peter 1:21).

	
	C.
	Assisted with the incarnation of Christ - Mt 1:18 Now the birth of Jesus Christ was on this wise: When as his mother Mary was espoused to Joseph, before they came together, she was found with child of the Holy Ghost.” (Matthew 1:18).

	
	D.
	Anointed Jesus - Ac 10:38 How God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Ghost and with power: who went about doing good, and healing all that were oppressed of the devil; for God was with him.” (Acts 10:38).

	
	E.
	Work miracles and Heals the Sick – “1Co 12:9 To another faith by the same Spirit; to another the gifts of healing by the same Spirit;  1Co 12:10 To another the working of miracles.” (1 Corinthians 12:9 & 10). 

	
	F.
	Gives life and raise the dead -  “Ro 8:11 But if the Spirit of him that raised up Jesus from the dead dwell in you, he that raised up Christ from the dead shall also quicken your mortal bodies by his Spirit that dwelleth in you.” (Romans 8:11).  

	
	G.
	Prays and intercedes for us - “Ro 8:26 Likewise the Spirit also helpeth our infirmities: for we know not what we should pray for as we ought: but the Spirit itself maketh intercession for us with groanings which cannot be uttered.” (Romans 8:26).  “Jude 1:20 But ye, beloved, building up yourselves on your most holy faith, praying in the Holy Ghost.” (Jude 1:20).

	
	H.
	Gives us power to witness - “Ac 1:8 But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.” (Acts 1:8).

	
	I.
	Comfort us – “Jn 14:16 And I will pray the Father, and he shall give you another Comforter, that he may abide with you for ever;  Jn 14:18 I will not leave you comfortless: I will come to you” (Jh. 14:16 & 18).

	
	J.
	Teaches and reminds us – “Jn 14:26 But the Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in my name, he shall teach you all things, and bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever I have said unto you.”  (John 14:26).  

	
	K.
	Testifies of Jesus - “Jn 15:26 But when the Comforter is come, whom I will send unto you from the Father, even the Spirit of truth, which proceedeth from the Father, he shall testify of me.” (John 15:26).  

	
	L.
	Tells of coming events and Glorify Christ - “Jn 16:13 The Spirit of truth.….shall not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak: and he will show you things to come.  Jn 16:14 He shall glorify me: for he shall receive of mine, and shall show it unto you.”  (John 16:13).

	
	M.
	Discern Lies and guides us to the truth – “Ac 5:3 But Peter said, Ananias, why hath Satan filled thine heart to lie to the Holy Ghost, and to keep back part of the price of the land?” (Acts 5;3).  “Jn 16:13 Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth.” (John 16:13).  

	
	N.
	Assigns responsibilities, organizes the work of ministry and guide men - “Ac 20:28 Take heed therefore unto yourselves, and to all the flock, over the which the Holy Ghost hath made you overseers, to feed the church of God.” (Acts 20:28).   “Mt 4:1 Then was Jesus led up of the Spirit into the wilderness to be tempted of the devil.” (Matthew 4:1).  Ac 13:2 As they ministered to the Lord, and fasted, the Holy Ghost said, Separate me Barnabas and Saul for the work whereunto I have called them.  “Ac 13:4 So they, being sent forth by the Holy Ghost, departed unto Seleucia; and from thence they sailed to Cyprus.  (Acts 13:2 & 4).  “Ac 16:7 After they were come to Mysia, they assayed to go into Bithynia: but the Spirit suffered them not.”  (Acts 16:7).

	
	O.
	Dwells in us - “1Co 3:16 Know ye not that ye are the temple of God, and that the Spirit of God dwelleth in you?” (1 Corinthians 3:16).

	
	P.
	Administers spiritual gifts - “1Co 12:7 But the manifestation of the Spirit is given to every man to profit withal.  1Co 12:8 For to one is given by the Spirit the word of wisdom; to another the word of knowledge by the same Spirit;  1Co 12:9 To another faith by the same Spirit; to another the gifts of healing by the same Spirit;  1Co 12:10 To another the working of miracles; to another prophecy; to another discerning of spirits; to another divers kinds of tongues; to another the interpretation of tongues:  1Co 12:11 But all these worketh that one and the selfsame Spirit, dividing to every man severally as he will.” (1 Corinthians 12:7 - 11).

	
	Q.
	Baptize and transforms believers into the family of God.  For by one Spirit are we all baptized into one body, whether we be Jews or Gentiles, whether we be bond or free; and have been all made to drink into one Spirit.” (1 Corinthians 12:7 - 13).  “Jn 3:4 Nicodemus saith unto him, How can a man be born when he is old? can he enter the second time into his mother's womb, and be born?  Jn 3:5 Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God.  Jn 3:6 That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit.” (John 3:4 - 6).

	
	R.
	Sanctify, renew and regenerate believers - “Ro 15:16 That I should be the minister of Jesus Christ to the Gentiles, ministering the gospel of God, that the offering up of the Gentiles might be acceptable, being sanctified by the Holy Ghost.” (Romans 15:16).  “Tit 3:5 Not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to his mercy he saved us, by the washing of regeneration, and renewing of the Holy Ghost.’ (Titus 3:5).

	
	S.
	Spreads the love of God - “Ro 5:5 And hope maketh not ashamed; because the love of God is shed abroad in our hearts by the Holy Ghost which is given unto us.” (Romans 5:5).

	
	T.
	Seals the servants of God – “Eph 1:13 In whom ye also trusted, after that ye heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation: in whom also after that ye believed, ye were sealed with that holy Spirit of promise.” (Ephesians 1:13).

	12.
	Jesus was concerned that the disciples not be deceived by Satan who can counterfeit the Holy Spirit:  what advice does the bible gives against deception?

	
	Answer:  Study the Bible and watch because Satan and his servants can work miracles.  Test all teachers, preachers, evangelist, prophets, bishops priest, ministers, sermons, messages, dreams, visions, speaking in tongues, inspirations, doctrine and spiritual instructions against the scriptures.
“1Pe 5:8 Be sober, be vigilant; because your adversary the devil, as a roaring lion, walketh about, seeking whom he may devour.” (1 Peter 5:8).  “2Ti 2:15 Study to show thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.” (2 Timothy 2:15).  “Isa 8:20 To the law and to the testimony: if they speak not according to this word, it is because there is no light in them.” (Isaiah 8:20).  ““Mt 24:4 Take heed that no man deceive you.  Mt 24:5 For many shall come in my name, saying, I am Christ; and shall deceive many.   Mt 24:24 For there shall arise false Christs, and false prophets, and shall show great signs and wonders; insomuch that, if it were possible, they shall deceive the very elect.” (Matthew 24:4 & 24).  ““1Jn 4:1 Believe not every spirit, but try the spirits whether they are of God: because many false prophets are gone out into the world.  1Jn 4:2 Hereby know ye the Spirit of God: Every spirit that confesseth that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is of God:  1Jn 4:3 And every spirit that confesseth not that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh is not of God: and this is that spirit of antichrist.” (1 John 4:1-3).  

	13.
	Do all voices, notions, inspirations, dreams and visions come from the Holy Spirit?  Who else have supernatural powers and can work miracles?

	
	Answer:  No: Satan and his servants can also work miracles.
“Rev 16:13 And I saw three unclean spirits like frogs come out of the mouth of the dragon, and out of the mouth of the beast, and out of the mouth of the false prophet.  Rev 16:14 For they are the spirits of devils, working miracles.”  (Revelation 16:13 & 14).  “2Th 2:9 Even him, whose coming is after the working of Satan with all power and signs and lying wonders,  2Th 2:10 And with all deceivableness of unrighteousness.”  (2 Thessalonians 2:9 & 10).  “2Co 11:13 For such are false apostles, deceitful workers, transforming themselves into the apostles of Christ.  2Co 11:14 Satan himself is transformed into an angel of light.  2Co 11:15 Therefore it is no great thing if his ministers also be transformed as the ministers of righteousness.”  (2 Corinthians 11:13 &14).

Hindrances To Receiving The Holy Spirit

1. The Heavenly refreshing will not come to those who are unready for it, because they have been wasting their time by giving attention to trifles.  (Review & Herald, March 29, 1892)

2. The Divine Power and the great things of God will not be received so long as we are "satisfied with small things."   (Ibid., Nov. 15, (1892)
3. The operation of the Spirit will not come upon those who "do not appropriate the righteousness of Christ."  (Ibid., Nov. 29, 1892: Evangelism, p. 697)
4. It is impossible for men to be endowed with the Holy Spirit when they are set in their ideas and doctrinal views.  (Review & Herald, March 19, 1895)
5. The outpouring of the spirit without measure will not come upon the selfish and self-indulgent and those who fail to live up to the light that has been given to them.  That is most vital.  That involves known carelessness and personal indulgence.  (lbid., October 6, 1895)

6. The church will never be clothed with power until "envy, evil surmising, and evil-speaking" are put away (Ibld., October 6, 1896)

7. We shall never be filled with the spirit so long as we rest "content with small blessing", and are "satisfied with a ripple on the surface."  (Ibid., 6/10/02)
8. The Spirit will not fall upon us until our hearts are in unity with Christ and our lives in harmony with His work.  (Ibid., June 30, 1903)

10. The power that lightens the earth with His glory will not move those who do not humble themselves before the Lord and open the door by confession and repentance or who think this work of the spirit is something "dangerous."  (Bible Training School, May 1907)
11. The Spirit will not be poured out so long as men are striving for highest honor, place, or position, as before Pentecost.  (Signs of the Times, Feb. 17, 1914) 
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
