	THE GLORIOUS CITY OF DIVINE PROMISE

	In Revelation 21:1, 2, John said he saw a new heaven and a new earth, and a holy city coming down from God out of heaven.  Yes; no mistake about it; somewhere in outer space there is a real celestial city of paradise wherein the redeemed will inherit eternal life.  They shall live with God forever and there will be no more death, sorrow or crying, neither shall there be any more pain!   Since Jesus promised to return soon and take us to this special place, let’s examine the scriptures to learn the absolute truth about what to expect.

	What promise did Jesus make to the disciples before He ascended up?

	
	Answer:  In my Father's house are many mansions: if it were not so, I would have told you. I go to prepare a place for you”  John 14:2. 

	2.
	What amazing sight did John see while in vision?

	
	Answer: "And I John saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming down from God out of heaven" Revelation 21:2.  "O Lord my God ... hear thou in heaven thy dwelling place" 1 Kings 8:28-30.

	3.
	Who designs and build the space city?

	
	Answer: “For he looked for a city which hath foundations, whose builder and maker is God” Hebrews 11:10.  "Wherefore God is not ashamed to be called their God: for he hath prepared for them a city" Hebrews 11:16.  “And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again, and receive you unto myself; that where I am, there ye may be also” John 14:3. 

	4.
	How does the Bible describe the city?

	
	Answer - “That great city, the holy Jerusalem.” Rev. 21:10.  “Having the glory of God: and her light was like unto a stone most precious, even like a jasper stone” Rev. 21:11.  “Had a wall great and high, and had twelve gates” Rev. 21:12.  “On the east three gates; on the north three gates; on the south three gates; and on the west three gates” Rev. 21:13.  “The wall had twelve foundations” Rev. 21:14.  “The city lieth foursquare, and twelve thousand furlongs.  The length, breadth and height are equal” Rev. 21:16.  “The wall an hundred and forty four cubits (216 feet high)” Rev. 21:17.  “The wall was of jasper: and the city was pure gold, like unto clear glass” Rev. 21:18.  “The foundations were garnished with all manner of precious stones.  The first jasper; the second, sapphire; the third, chalcedony; the fourth, emerald” Rev. 21:19.  “The fifth, sardonyx; the sixth, sardius; the seventh, chrysolite; the eighth, beryl; the ninth, topaz; the tenth, chrysoprasus; the eleventh, jacinth; the twelfth, amethyst” Rev. 21:20.  “The twelve gates were twelve pearls; and the street was pure gold” Rev. 21:21.  “The city had no need of the sun, neither the moon, for the glory of God and the Lamb is the light thereof” Rev. 21:23.  

	5.
	Where is the tree of life in the city?  

	
	Answer:  "In the midst of the street of it, and on either side of the river, was there the tree of life, which bare twelve manner of fruits, and yielded her fruit every month: and the leaves of the tree were for the healing of the nations." Revelation 22:2. "Take also of the tree of life, and eat, and live for ever." Genesis 3:22.

	6.
	Will the city descend to earth?

	
	Answer:  "And I John saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming down from God out of heaven, prepared as a bride adorned for her husband" Revelation 21:2.  "Blessed are the meek: for they shall inherit the earth" Matthew 5:5. "The righteous shall be recompensed in the earth" Proverbs 11:31.

	7.
	Will sin and sinners be permitted into in the holy city?

	
	Answer:   “And there shall in no wise enter into it any thing that defileth, neither whatsoever worketh abomination, or maketh a lie: but they which are written in the Lamb's book of life” Rev. 21:27.  “What do ye imagine against the LORD? he will make an utter end: affliction shall not rise up the second time” Nahum 1:9.  But the fearful, and unbelieving, and the abominable, and murderers, and whoremongers, and sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars, shall have their part in the lake which burneth with fire and brimstone: which is the second death” Rev. 21:8.

	8.
	What glorious promises will the saved receive from God in the new kingdom?

	
	Answer:  God will dwell with them, and they shall be his people, and God himself shall be with them, and be their God.” Rev. 21:3.  “God shall wipe away all tears from their eyes; there shall be no more death, sorrow, nor crying, neither shall there be any more pain: the former things are passed away” Rev. 21.4.  God will make all things new.” Rev 21.5.  “I will give unto him that is athirst of the fountain of the water of life freely” Rev 21.6.  The Lamb shall feed them, and shall lead them unto living fountains of waters” Revelation 7:17.  They shall hunger no more, neither thirst any more” Revelation 7:16.  Thou wilt show me the path of life: in thy presence is fulness of joy; at thy right hand there are pleasures for evermore” Psalms 16:11.  “Shall change our vile body like unto his glorious body” Philippians 3:21.  Then the eyes of the blind shall be opened, and the ears of the deaf shall be unstopped” Isaiah 35:5. “Then shall the lame man leap as an hart, and the tongue of the dumb sing” Isaiah 35:5, 6.  ”The inhabitant shall not say, I am sick: the people that dwell therein shall be forgiven their iniquity” Isaiah 33:24.  “Shall renew their strength; they shall mount up with wings as eagles; they shall run, and not be weary; and they shall walk, and not faint” Isaiah 40:31.  “They shall not labour in vain, nor bring forth for trouble” Isaiah 65:23.  

	9.
	How different will the new earth be from the present earth?

	
	Answer:  “I saw a new heaven and a new earth: for the first heaven and the first earth were passed away; and there was no more sea” Rev. 21:1. “And he showed me a pure river of water of life, clear as crystal, proceeding out of the throne of God and of the Lamb” Rev. 22:1.  The wilderness and the solitary place shall be glad for them; and the desert shall rejoice, and blossom as the rose” Isaiah 35:1.  It shall blossom abundantly, Isaiah 35:2.   “The wolf shall dwell with the lamb, and the leopard shall lie down with the kid; and the calf and the young lion and the fatling together; and a little child shall lead them” Isaiah 11:6.  And the cow and the bear shall feed; their young ones shall lie down together: and the lion shall eat straw like the ox” Isaiah 11:7.  And the sucking child shall play on the hole of the asp, and the weaned child shall put his hand on the cockatrice's den: Isaiah 11:8.  They shall not hurt nor destroy” Isaiah 11:9.  The lion shall eat straw like the bullock: and dust shall be the serpent's meat” Isaiah 65:25.  “There shall be no more curse” Rev. 22:3. Violence shall no more be heard in thy land, wasting nor destruction within thy borders” Isaiah 60:18.  “And there shall in no wise enter into it any thing that defileth, neither whatsoever worketh abomination, or maketh a lie” Rev. 21:27.

	10.
	Will children be in the kingdom; and will they ever grow up?

	
	Answer:  “And the streets of the city shall be full of boys and girls playing in the streets thereof" Zechariah 8:5.  "And ye shall go forth, and grow up as calves of the stall" Malachi 4:2.

	11.
	Will the saved know and reunited with loved ones in heaven?

	
	Answer:  “Then shall I know even as also I am known" 1 Corinthians 13:12.  Note:  Also see Isaiah 26:19; Jeremiah 31:15-17; 1 Corinthians 15:51-55; and 1 Thessalonians 4:13-18). 

	12.
	Will people in heaven have real flesh and bones?

	
	Answer: "Jesus himself stood in the midst of them, and saith unto them, Peace be unto you. But they were terrified and affrighted, and supposed that they had seen a spirit.  And he said unto them, Why are ye troubled? and why do thoughts arise in your hearts?  Behold my hands and my feet, that it is I myself: handle me, and see; for a spirit hath not flesh and bones, as ye see me have." "And while they yet believed not for joy, and wondered, he said unto them, Have ye here any meat?  And they gave him a piece of a broiled fish, and of an honeycomb.  And he took it, and did eat before them."  "And he led them out as far as to Bethany, and ... while he blessed them, he was parted from them, and carried up into heaven." Luke 24:36-39, 41-43, 50, 51. "This same Jesus, which is taken up from you into heaven, shall so come in like manner as ye have seen him go into heaven." Acts 1:11. "The Lord Jesus Christ ... shall change our vile body, that it may be fashioned like unto his glorious body." Philippians 3:20, 21.

	13.
	What type activities will the redeemed perform in the new kingdom?

	
	Answer:  "They shall build houses, and inhabit them; and they shall plant vineyards, and eat the fruit of them. They shall not build, and another inhabit; they shall not plant, and another eat: ... mine elect shall long enjoy the work of their hands." Isaiah 65:21, 22. 

Sing and play heavenly music (Isaiah 35:10; 51:11; Psm. 87:7;, Rev. 14:2, 3).  Worship before God's throne every Sabbath (Isaiah 66:22, 23).  Enjoy never-fading flowers and trees (Ezekiel 47:12; Isaiah 35:1, 2).  Visit with loved ones, patriarchs, prophets, etc. (Matthew 8:11; Revelation 7:9-17).  Study the animals of heaven (Isaiah 11:6-9; 65:25).  Travel and explore without ever becoming weary (Isaiah 40:31).  Listen to God sing (Zephaniah 3:17).  Realize fondest ambitions (Psalms 37:3, 4; Isaiah 65:24).  Greatest joy of all--the privilege of being like Jesus, traveling with Him, and seeing Him face to face (Revelation 14:4; 22:4; 21:3; 1 John 3:2).

	Can we truly know all the glories of heaven in this present life?

	
	Answer:  "Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for them that love him." 1 Corinthians 2:9.  "The sufferings of this present time are not worthy to be compared with the glory which shall be revealed in us." Romans 8:18

	15.
	What personal invitation did Jesus extend to humanity?

	
	Answer:  "Behold, I stand at the door, and knock: if any man hear my voice, and open the door, I will come in." Revelation 3:20.  "Whosoever will, let him take the water of life freely." Revelation 22:17.  "I go to prepare a place for you." John 14:2.
